Report of the Conference Committee on Senate Bill 175

The Budget Bill

April 2, 2002

Mr. President,
Ladies and Gentlemen of the Senate:

Mr. Speaker,
Ladies and Gentlemen of the House of Delegates:

The Conference Committee has reconciled the differences between the Senate and House
versions of the bill, in which the Senate made total reductions of $478.2 million and the House made
total reductions of $474.5 million. The Conference Committee made total reductions of $467.7
million.

The Senate adopted 401 amendments to the budget bill. The House subsequently adopted
222 amendments to the budget bill, as amended by the Senate. The Senate concurred in none of the
House amendments. These amendments have been reconsidered, and actions taken are indicated in
the attached Report of the Conference Committee. In addition, the Conference Committee adopted
one technical amendment.

In addition to the actions within SB 175, the budget is balanced in conjunction with
SB 323/HB 424, the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. This legislation provides
for transfers to the general fund, withdraws prior year appropriations, decouples the State from
federal tax changes, modifies revenues, and includes miscellaneous provisions designed to mitigate
the fiscal condition attendant to fiscal 2002 and 2003. Despite the relative austerity of the budget,
increases are provided for environmental programs, education and libraries, additional substance
abuse treatment, the waiting list initiative, transit, and wages for community service workers.

A description of the Conference Committee’s actions pertaining to the budget and the final
report of the committee are attached. The Department of Legislative Services has also provided a
separate report on the budget with additional data.

State Department of Assessments and Taxation

Amendment 48: The House restored funding for designing and developing technology making

personal property returns available on-line and restored funding for computers. The House also
deleted funding for phone system routers, recommending that the project be deferred to
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accommodate budgetary constraints. Additionally, the House reduced funding for “eGov” projects,
leaving sufficient funding to complete the Uniform Commercial Code project. The conference
committee adopted the House position and made an additional reduction.

Amendment 57: The House restored funds for the Neighborhood Conservation Program but
reduced highway construction funding due to project delays. The conference committee adopted a
modified reduction in the Neighborhood Conservation Program and adopted the House position on
highway construction funding. The conference committee also added language permitting the State
Highway Administration to give priority to the two projects should delays be resolved. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 18)

Amendment 58: The House increased the reduction for heavy equipment replacement funds due
to budgetary constraints. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 59: The House struck language prohibiting the Maryland Port Administration from
providing a grant to the Pride of Baltimore, Inc., on behalf of the Maryland Transportation Authority
and ensuring that the Maryland Port Administration will pay the full amount of its lease agreement
with the MdTA. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 60: The House restored six new preventive maintenance and electrician positions in
the Maryland Port Administration, funding for signing bonuses for new information technology
positions, and funding for per diem payments, subscriptions, land structure expenses, and travel. The
House also partially restored funding for medical care, office assistance, and fiscal services contracts
and equipment purchases. The conference committee rejected the House position for IT bonuses, per
diems, subscriptions, land structure expenses, medical and fiscal contractual services, and equipment
purchases, but modified the House reduction in travel. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 19)

Amendment 61: The House struck language deleting a long-term vacant engineering position. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 62: The House restored a long-term vacant engineering position and funding for anew
engineering contractual position and a new executive assistant contractual position. Additionally,
the House deleted funds for a Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) Agent contractual position. The
conference committee adopted the House action to restore a long-term vacant position; adopted a
modified action that deleted funds for the MBE Agent and contractual positions, but allowed these
positions to remain in the budget. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 20)
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Amendment 63: The House struck language requiring the Motor Vehicle Administration to use
funds for clerical support expenses in Montgomery and Prince George’s counties due to concerns
about customer service in light of the hiring freeze. The conference committee rejected the House
position.

Amendment 64: The House restored funding for microfilming, digital scanning, and clerical
support while increasing the reduction of positions for the 0.08 Alcohol Concentration Program from
three to six positions. The conference committee adopted a modified action that reduced funding
for microfilming and digital scanning; deleted the positions; and restored funding for clerical
support. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 21)

Amendment 65: The House restored funding for maintenance and repairs for bus operations. The
conference committee adopted a modified reduction. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 22)

Amendment 66: The House amended language to allow the Maryland Transit Administration to
expend funds for planning but prohibit the administration from expending funds for right-of-way
purchases or construction of the Metro expansion. The conference committee struck the budget
language and instead adopted committee narrative. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 23)

Amendment 67: The House struck language requiring a report on the costs, benefits and funding
sources of the Maglev project and the impact of Maglev on local jurisdictions. The conference
committee adopted modified budget language pertaining to Maglev. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 24)

Amendment 68: The House reduced spending for food services at the Maryland Aviation
Administration. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 69: The House amended language to require the Maryland Aviation Administration
to submit a report providing details on the construction of any second joint use club at
Baltimore/Washington International Airport and allow the administration to request funding for the
club, if needed, after the budget committees have had the opportunity to review the report. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 70: The House partially restored funds to allow the Maryland Aviation Administration
to proceed with planning the People Mover Project at the Baltimore/Washington International
Airport. The conference committee adopted a modified reduction. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 25)

Department of Natural Resources
Amendment 71: The House struck language which required a report on the status of the
Department of Natural Resources’ vessels and maintenance equipment and machinery. The

conference committee adopted the House position.
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Amendment 72: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 73: The House partially restored funding for an increased fiscal 2003 turnover rate.
The conference committee adopted the House position and made an additional reduction.
(Conference Committee Amendment No. 26)

Amendment 74: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions and partially restored
funding for Conservation Resource Enhancement Program bonus payments. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 75: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 76: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee adopted the House position and made an additional reduction. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 27)

Amendment 77: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 78: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 79: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 80: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 81: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 82: The House reduced special funds for contractual positions. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 83: The House partially restored funds for oyster restoration. The conference

committee adopted the House position and made an additional reduction. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 28)
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Department of Agriculture

Amendment 84: The House partially restored funds for the Weights and Measures — Field
Operations Program, recommending that the department introduce legislation to raise fees so that
the program’s special funds keep pace with increased personnel costs. The conference committee
rejected the House position.

Amendment 85: The House struck language requiring an update on the Southern Maryland
Regional Strategy — Action Plan for Agriculture. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 86: The House increased the reductions for the Cover Crop Program, noting that
program activity is variable and weather-dependent and, therefore, accurately forecasting program
activity is impossible; the Manure Transportation Pilot Program, noting the underutilization of the
program by the parties for which it was created; and the Nutrient Management Cost Share Program,
used to defray the farmers’ costs for obtaining a nutrient management plan. The conference
committee adopted the House position but restored partial funding to the Cover Crop Program and
the Manure Transportation Pilot Program. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 29)

Department of Health and Mental Hygiene

Amendment 87: The House reduced funding for the annualization of the fiscal 2002 COLA in local
health departments. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 88: The House restored funding for the Prince George’s Hospital Center operating
subsidy. The conference committee adopted a modified reduction to the operating subsidy and
language restricting funds contingent on enactment of legislation and a matching grant from the
county. Also, the conference committee adopted language restricting the use of funds for the
Maryland Health Care Foundation. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 30)

Amendment 89: The House restored eight regular positions at the Western Maryland Center by
striking Senate language. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 90: Related to Amendment 89, the House added language that restricts the Department
of Health and Mental Hygiene (DHMH) from filling eight positions at the Western Maryland Center
until it provides a report demonstrating that the center will not incur a deficit for non-dialysis
services in fiscal 2003. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 91: The House restored five regular positions at the Deer’s Head Center. The
conference committee adopted the House position.
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Amendment 92: Related to amendment 91, the House added language that restricts DHMH from
filling 5 positions at the Deer’s Head Center until it provides a report demonstrating that the center
will not incur a deficit for non-dialysis services in fiscal 2003. The conference committee adopted
the House position.

Amendment 93: The House restored funding for laboratory equipment for the Laboratories
Administration. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 94: The House restored funding for executive direction, management information and
administration in DHMH. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 95: The House struck language that redirected Cigarette Restitution Funds originally
appropriated for e-SAMIS information technology development to executive direction, management
information, and administration and operations. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 96: The House added language restricting the use of funds in the Alcohol and Drug
Abuse Administration (ADAA) until DHMH submits a plan regarding the cost of necessary
information technology enhancements; their impact on the existing system; and costs for future
enhancements for ADAA. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 97: The House added language directing funds unused by a certain date for the
Substance Abuse Treatment Outcomes Partnership program (STOP) to be used to increase treatment
capacity for the Integration of Child Welfare and Substance Abuse Treatment Services program.
The conference committee rejected the House position and instead agreed to a letter from the
department on the amount of expended funds for the program.

Amendment 98: The House restored a reduction of 200 regular, vacant positions in the State-run
psychiatric facilities. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 99: The House added language requesting that the Mental Hygiene Administration
(MHA), in consultation with other State agencies, develop a revised rate-setting methodology for
freestanding private psychiatric hospitals by a certain date. The conference committee adopted the
House position and struck a reporting requirement. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 31)

Amendment 100: The House modified language concerning the need for the Mental Hygiene
Administration (MHA) to live within the fiscal 2003 allowance including requiring MHA to provide
a list of priorities for an enhanced, revised system of service delivery to the legislature and requiring
a performance audit of the community services portion of the Public Mental Health System. The
conference committee adopted the House position except it required services for the uninsured to
be delivered through a system of grants and contracts. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 32)
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Amendment 101: The House added language dedicating general fund savings achieved through the
expansion of the Medicaid waiver to increasing wages for community service workers or expanding
Developmental Disabilities Administration community services. The conference committee rejected
the House position.

Amendment 102: The House struck language directing DHMH to require a co-payment of $2 per
prescription for all fee-for-service and managed care enrollees not excluded from federal cost sharing
requirements. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 103: The House added language extending pharmacy co-payments to managed care
enrollees; increasing co-payments for brand name drugs from $1 to $3; and barring DHMH from
implementing other cost containment measures until it works with interested parties on alternative
cost savings options. The conference committee adopted a modified version of the House
prescription drug language and added language restricting funds for a physician rate increase to
raising fee-for-service rates and making payments to managed care organizations. The conference
committee language also requires managed care organizations to raise their physician rates to at least
100 percent of the Medicaid fee-for-service rates for evaluation and management services or request
a waiver from the State allowing them to use the funds to raise other physician rates. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 33)

Amendment 104: The House added language restricting funds originally appropriated for the
nursing salary initiative to restoring planned cost containment actions for the nursing home
reimbursement formula in fiscal 2003. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 105: The House struck Senate language that restricted a portion of the Medbank grant
for the operation of the five regional Medbank sites. The conference committee rejected the House
position.

Amendment 106: The House decreased the reduction in general and federal funds for system
enhancements in the Medicaid program. Also, the House decreased the general fund reduction for
the Medbank grant. The conference committee rejected the House position for Medbank and
adopted a compromise position for the system enhancements. (Conference Committee Amendment
No. 34)

Department of Human Resources

Amendment 107: The House restored a reduction taken in the Office of the Secretary to ensure
fiscal accountability and efficiency. The conference committee adopted a modified reduction of
$300,000. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 35)
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Amendment 108: The House added language urging the Department of Human Resources (DHR)
to fully implement its federal managed care waiver immediately by expanding the foster care
privatization project to serve an additional 500 children. The conference committee adopted the
House position.

Amendment 109: The House added language urging the Judiciary to increase the number of judges
assigned to child welfare cases in Baltimore City. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 110: The House struck language restricting DHR from increasing Temporary Cash
Assistance (TCA) payments in fiscal 2003. Also, the House added replacement language that,
contingent on the passage of the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002, as amended,
allows DHR to use funds from the Joseph Fund for a TCA grant payment increase, effective
January 1, 2003. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 111: The House added language restricting the income eligibility for the Purchase of
Care child care subsidy program to 50% of the State median income. The conference committee
adopted the House position.

Amendment 112: The House added language that restricts funding for child support enforcement
responsibilities in Baltimore City and Queen Anne’s County to a private vendor, effectively
extending the privatization pilot. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 113: The House reduced funding for a research assistance contract with Towson
University’s Regional Economic Studies Institute. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation

Amendment 114: The House restricted funds until DLLR reached a mutual agreement with the U.S.
Department of Labor regarding outstanding monies; adequately staffed its budget office; and
submitted a reorganization plan. The conference committee adopted the House position but modified
the reduction to $250,000 and modified the language to remove a requirement for hiring certain staff
and a requirement for reaching an agreement with the federal Department of Labor. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 36)

Amendment 115: The House restricted funds to be used only for the hiring of bank examiners in
the Division of Financial Regulation, with any unspent funds reverted to the general fund. The

conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 116: The House restored funds for a contractual position in the Commissioner of
Financial Regulation. The conference committee adopted the House position.
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Amendment 117: Similar to Amendment 115, the House restricted funds to be used only for the
hiring of bank examiners in the Division of Financial Regulation, with any unspent funds reverted
to the general fund. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 118: The House restored four new legal and administrative positions in the Division
of Occupational and Professional Licensing. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services

Amendment 119: The House added language requiring the department to submit a report on the
expansion of the American Correctional Association accreditation pilot program through the
Division of Correction system. The conference committee adopted the House position, but modified
the language to ensure that the report also discusses the benefits and disadvantages of the pilot
program expansion. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 37)

Amendment 120: The House restored funding for new or replacement vehicles. Also, the House
made a technical amendment by striking the reduction of 43 of the department’s 136 new positions.
These positions, plus an additional 93, were deleted in Amendment 122 and will be distributed
throughout the department. The conference committee rejected the House recommendation but
restored the positions. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 38)

Amendment 121: The House restored funding for new or replacement vehicles in Canine
Operations. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 122: The House restored funding for new or replacement vehicles and restored partial
funding for utilities in the Maryland House of Correction. Also, the House deleted 136 new
positions and related funding that are distributed throughout the department. The conference
committee adopted the House position, modifying the general fund reduction for the positions to
$2,664,708 and partially restoring funding for the utilities. (Conference Committee Amendment No.
39)

Amendment 123: The House restored funding for new and replacement equipment and vehicles.
The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendments 124 - 130: The House restored funding for new or replacement vehicles. The
conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 131: The House restored two long-term vacancies and related funding at the Maryland
Parole Commission. The conference committee adopted the House position.
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Amendment 132: The House restored funding for new agents and phase-in of the Proactive
Community Supervision program. Also, the House partially restored the reduction in funding for
real property rental costs for the Division of Parole and Probation. The conference committee
adopted the House position which partially restored the reduction for real property rental costs but
rejected the restoration for the new agents and phase-in of the Proactive Community Supervision
program. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 40)

Amendment 133: The House restored funding for variable inmate housing expenses at the Patuxent
Institution. Also, the House increased the reduction in new positions from 15 to 20. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 134: The House added a technical amendment striking language that deleted 12
positions. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 135: The House restored funding for 23 vacant positions in the Baltimore City
Detention Center. In addition, the House reduced funding for overtime expenses. The conference
committee adopted the House position but only partially restored funding for the positions and
overtime expenses. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 41)

Amendment 136: The House restored full-funding for 17 positions for custody staffing at the
Central Booking and Intake Facility. The conference committee adopted the House position.

State Department of Education

Amendment 137: The House added language deleting five regular positions from the department’s
headquarters division. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 138: The House reduced funding for new correctional education positions, assuming
that a six-month start-up period will be needed to fill these new positions. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 139: The House added language restricting the increase in aid to education for Prince
George’s County in fiscal 2003 unless legislation restructuring the county’s board of education is
enacted in the 2002 session. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 140: The House adopted a technical amendment that removed a reduction contingent
upon provisions within the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 141: The House partially restored funding for dropout prevention efforts. The
conference committee adopted the House position but modified the reduction to $4.0 million.
(Conference Committee Amendment No. 42)
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Amendment 142: The House adopted a technical amendment making a grammatical correction.
The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 143: The House amended language requiring Blind Industries and Services of
Maryland to submit a written strategic action plan to the department by July 1,2002. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 144: The House increased the reduction for State-aided institutions but applied the
reduction only to those institutions with a fiscal 2003 allowance greater than $100,000. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 145: The House amended language giving the State Superintendent the authority to
allocate the reduction in operating grants among the State-aided institutions by increasing the amount
of the reduction and applying the reduction only to those institutions with a fiscal 2003 allowance
greater than $100,000. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 146: The House struck language imposing a 3.0% administrative cap on nonpublic
student textbook funding. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 147: The House struck language requiring a process for nonpublic student textbook
acquisition. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 148: The House struck language linking funding for the Nonpublic Student Textbook
Program with funding for the recommendations of the Commission on Education Finance, Equity,
and Excellence. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 149: The House deleted all funding for the Nonpublic Student Textbook Program.
The conference committee adopted the House position, but restored $3.75 million for the program.
(Conference Committee Amendment No. 43)

University System of Maryland

Amendment 150: The House adopted a technical amendment to delete language rendered
unnecessary by language in the back of the bill. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 151: The House amended language restoring hiring freeze savings and a portion of
cost containment reductions to the fiscal 2003 appropriation. The House required the Board of
Regents to provide a proportional increase to the State’s three historically black institutions if the
Board provides an increase to any institution other than the University of Maryland Biotechnology
Institute (UMBI) and the University of Maryland Center for Environmental Science. The House also
directed the board, in allocating the legislative reduction, to give priority to University of Maryland
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University College (UMUC), University of Maryland, Baltimore County (UMBC), and University
of Maryland, Baltimore (UMB) since those schools have had consistently lower funding guideline
attainment than other institutions. The conference committee adopted the House position, but
modified the reduction to the University System of Maryland and deleted language directing the
board to give priority to UMUC, UMBC, and UMB. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 44)

Amendment 152: The House amended language directing the USM Office to help UMBI with the
support of vacant space at the Christopher Columbus Center and holding the USM Office
responsible for any costs associated with securing a suitable tenant for the Christopher Columbus
Center. The conference committee adopted the House position but provided the USM Office with
greater flexibility in providing the support to UMBI. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 45)

Baltimore City Community College

Amendment 153: The House adopted a technical amendment to delete language rendered
unnecessary by language in the back of the bill. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 154: The House adopted a technical amendment that removed a reduction contingent
upon provisions within the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 155: The House partially restored formula funding for the college. The conference
committee adopted the House position but modified the reduction to $4,686,810. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 46)

Amendment 156: The House amended language to specify that any reduction to the college’s
formula funding shall not proportionally exceed the reductions made to the other 15 community
colleges. The conference committee rejected the language in its entirety. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 47)

St. Mary’s College of Maryland

Amendment 157: The House reduced funding for a vacant career services counselor position. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Maryland Higher Education Commission

Amendment 158: The House adopted a technical amendment that removed a reduction contingent
upon provisions within the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. The conference
committee adopted the House position.
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Amendment 159: The House increased the reduction to the Sellinger formula to fiscal 2001 per-
student funding. The conference committee adopted the House position but modified the reduction
to $6.0 million. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 48)

Amendment 160: The House adopted a technical amendment that removed a reduction contingent
upon provisions within the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 161: The House restored funds for the new Appalachian Mountain Community
Colleges grant and partially restored funding for the Innovative Partnerships for Technology grants.
The conference committee adopted the House position but only partially restored funds for the
Appalachian Mountain Community Colleges grant and increased the reduction for the Inovaative
Partnerships for Technology grants. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 49)

Amendment 162: The House adopted a technical amendment that removed a reduction contingent
upon provisions within the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 163: The House amended language requiring the Governor to increase funding for
historically black colleges and universities in fiscal 2004 if funding is available. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 164: The House added language restricting the expenditure of funds until the
commission provides a plan for spending funds to enhance historically black institutions. The

conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 165: The House partially restored funding for faculty technology training. The
conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 166: The House added language restricting funding to need-based scholarships. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 167: The House increased the reduction for the HOPE scholarship program to defer
the program’s expansion. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 168: The House adopted a technical amendment. The conference committee adopted
the House position.

Amendment 169: The House adopted a technical amendment. The conference committee adopted
the House position.

Amendment 170: The House partially restored funding for the Private Donation Incentive Program.
The conference committee rejected the House position.
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Amendment 171: The House adopted a technical amendment. The conference committee adopted
the House position.

Morgan State University

Amendment 172: The House adopted a technical amendment. The conference committee adopted
the House position.

Amendment 173: The House increased the unrestricted fund reduction due to budgetary constraints,
noting that this reduction is consistent with the recommended University System of Maryland
general fund reduction. The conference committee adopted the House position but modified the
reduction to $728,485. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 50)

Higher Education

Amendment 174: The House adopted a technical amendment to capture the funding actions taken
to general funds for State Operated Institutions of Higher Education. The conference committee
adopted the House position but modified the reductions for Baltimore City Community College and
Morgan State University. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 51)

Amendment 175: The House adopted a technical amendment that removed a reduction for
Baltimore City Community College contingent upon provisions within the Budget Reconciliation
and Financing Act of 2002. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 176: The House amended language to specify that any reduction to the college’s
formula funding shall not proportionally exceed the reductions made to the other 15 community
colleges. The conference committee rejected the language in its entirety. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 52)

Amendment 177: The House adopted a technical amendment to capture language actions applied
to State Operated Institutions of Higher Education. The conference committee adopted the House
position, but modified the reduction to the University System of Maryland Institutions and deleted
language directing the Board to give priority to University of Maryland University College;
University of Maryland, Baltimore County; and University of Maryland, Baltimore. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 53)

Amendment 178: The House adopted a technical amendment to capture language actions applied
to State Operated Institutions of Higher Education. The conference committee adopted the House
position but provided the USM Office with greater flexibility in providing the support to University
of Maryland Biotechnology Institute. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 54)
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Amendment 179: The House adopted a technical amendment to capture the funding actions taken
to general funds for State Operated Institutions of Higher Education. The conference committee
adopted the House position but modified the reductions for Baltimore City Community College and
Morgan State University. (Conference Committee Amendment. No. 55)

Department of Housing and Community Development

Amendment 180: The House amended language increasing the number of deleted vacant positions
in the department from five to seven. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 181: The House reduced by 50% the grant for the Maryland Humanities Council.
Also, the House increased the reduction in funds for the Maryland History Investment Fund, thereby
deleting all general funds for the fund. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 182: The House partially restored funds for museum operating assistance grants
located in the Office of Museum Services. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 183: The House added language expressing that the $100,000 general fund grant for
the Historic East Baltimore Community Action Coalition be the last State grant it receives. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 184: The House deleted the general fund grant for Spanish Communities of Maryland,
Inc. Also, the House reduced funds in Neighborhood Revitalization to reflect a $50,000 reduction
for the Historic East Baltimore Community Action Coalition grant and the deletion of a $156,360
grant to the Housing Intervention Program in Greektown. In addition, the House increased the
reduction in general funds for Community Legacy operating grants, thereby deleting all general funds
for the grants. The conference committee adopted the House position but restored the general fund
grant for Spanish Communities of Maryland, Inc., and modified the reduction to the Housing
Intervention Program in Greektown to $50,000. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 56)

Amendment 185: The House increased the general fund reduction for the Neighborhood Business
Development Program. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 186: The House increased the general fund reduction for the Live Near Your Work
Program. The conference committee adopted the House position but modified the reduction to
$200,000. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 57)

Amendment 187: The House added language prohibiting the department from using any funds to
provide Office Space Conversion Program loans. The conference committee rejected the House
position.
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Amendment 188: The House increased the general fund reduction for the Homeownership
Downpayment and Settlement Expense Loan Program. The conference committee adopted the
House position but modified the reduction to the Homeownership Downpayment and Settlement
Expense Loan Program to $2.5 million. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 58)

Amendment 189: The House amended language encouraging provision of a deficiency
appropriation to supplement the State’s lead abatement grant to Baltimore City by specifying the
deficiency amount at $1.25 million and urging the Governor to include an additional $1.25 million
for Baltimore City lead abatement in the fiscal 2004 budget if a deficiency is not requested in
fiscal 2003. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 190: The House added language that restricts the department’s general fund capital
appropriation for lead abatement grants and loans in Baltimore City until DHCD and the city’s health
department enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) creating a block grant of the grants
and loans to the city and requires a quarterly report from the designated block grantee. The
conference committee adopted the House position but further modified the MOU language to require
that in the distribution of grants priority be given to low-income families and to applicants whose
properties do not have serious outstanding health code violations. (Conference Committee
Amendment No. 59)

Amendment 191: Related to Amendment 189, the House increased the reduction in general funds
for the lead paint abatement grants from $1 million to $1.25 million. The conference committee
rejected the House position.

Department of Business and Economic Development

Amendment 192: The House restored funds for grants in the Division of Business Development.
The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 193: The House partially restored general fund support for the Maryland Small
Business Development Financing Authority Guaranty Fund Program and Surety Bond Program. The
conference committee adopted the House position but modified the reduction to $500,000.
(Conference Committee Amendment No. 60)

Amendment 194: The House reduced funding by $4 million in general funds for the Maryland
Enterprise Investment Fund. The conference committee adopted the House position but modified
the reduction to $1.5 million. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 61)

Amendment 195: The House deleted the $5 million general fund appropriation for the Maryland

Economic Development Assistance Fund. The conference committee adopted the House position
but modified the reduction to $3.0 million.(Conference Committee Amendment No. 62)
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Amendment 196: The House decreased the reduction in general funds for the Smart Growth
Economic Development Infrastructure Fund. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 197: The House restored funding for the Baltimore Area Convention and Visitors
Association. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 198: The House increased the reduction to delete funds for Baltimore City public
safety guides. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 199: The House added language limiting the grant to the Maryland State Arts Council
for the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra’s tour abroad to no more than $250,000. The conference
committee adopted the House position but further modified the language to express the intent that
the Department of Business and Economic Development make available an additional $250,000 for
the orchestra’s tour abroad. The language also specifies the distribution of grants to various
organizations. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 63)

Amendment 200: The House partially restored funds to the Maryland State Arts Council grant for
assistance to arts organizations. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 201: The House added language expressing legislative intent that the Department of
Business and Economic Development give priority consideration to companies located in
economically distressed or disadvantaged areas when distributing Partnership for Workforce Quality
and Maryland Industrial Training Program grants. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 202: The House increased the reduction in grant funds for the Small Business
Development Center, thereby deleting the entire general fund appropriation. The conference
committee rejected the House position.

Department of the Environment

Amendment 203: The House amended language deleting funds for additional vehicles by restoring
the special fund appropriation for the vehicles. The funds were contingent upon legislation which
failed. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 204: The House struck language that allowed new revenues to supplant existing
general fund support in the Water Pollution Control Program, contingent on enactment of legislation.
The conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 205: The House restored two positions used for enhanced and new compliance and
enforcement activities in the Water Pollution Control Program. Also, the House restored one
position for wetlands inspection and compliance. The conference committee rejected the House
position.
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Amendment 206: The House restored one position for Chesapeake 2000 and Smart Growth
initiatives. The conference committee rejected the House position.

Amendment 207: The House struck language that allowed new revenues to supplant existing
general fund support in the Solid Waste Permitting, Compliance and Enforcement Program,
contingent on enactment of legislation. The conference committee adopted the House position.

Department of State Police

Amendment 208: The House adopted a technical amendment in the Office of the Superintendent
by striking the deletion of 12 long-term vacant State police positions. These positions were deleted
in Amendment 209, the Field Operations Bureau. The conference committee adopted the House
position.

Amendment 209: Related to Amendment 208, the House deleted 12 long-term vacant positions.
Also, the House adopted a technical amendment by replacing the reduction in general funds with
special funds in the Field Operations Bureau. In addition, the House restored half the reduction
taken by the Senate for the personal digital assistants. The conference committee adopted the House
position but modified the reduction for personal digital assistants to $200,000. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 64)

Amendment 210: The House further reduced funds to be allocated among all programs. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 211: The House reduced half the funding for one long-term vacant position in the
Office of the Fire Marshal. The conference committee adopted the House position.

2002 Deficiency Appropriations

Amendment 212: The House partially restored the 2002 deficiency appropriation for turnover relief
in the Office of the Public Defender. The conference committee adopted the House position but
modified the action to take no reduction. Also, the conference committee adopted language
expressing the intent that the Board of Public Works create new positions for the Office of the Public
Defender to be paid through a deficiency. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 65)

Amendment 213: The House partially restored the 2002 deficiency appropriation related to a
former administrator on the payroll for the Property Tax Assessment Appeals Boards. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 214: The House restored the fiscal 2002 deficiency appropriation in the Laboratories
Administration. The conference committee rejected the House position.
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Amendment 215: The House added language allowing DHMH to transfer funds from the Medicaid
deficiency to the Mental Hygiene Administration (MHA) to cover MHA’s deficit. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Back of the Bill Sections

Amendment 216: The House adopted a technical amendment to strike Section 28 of the budget bill
which is replaced by provisions in the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2002. The
conference committee adopted the House position.

Amendment 217: The House added language that eliminates the Early Disposition Court (EDC)
and its appropriation in the Judiciary and the Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services
(DPSCS); redirects the EDC appropriation in the Office of the Public Defender; and reassigns 47
EDC positions in DPSCS to replace deleted vacant positions. The conference committee adopted
the House position but modified the language to restrict funds until submission of a report on early
resolution rather than eliminate the entire program. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 66)

Amendment 218: The House modified language by applying the position cap to the Executive
Branch in general instead of applying a separate cap to higher education and to the remainder of the
Executive Branch. It also increased the expected general fund savings to $20.0 million. The
conference committee adopted the House position but increased the regular position cap limitation
by 700 full-time equivalent positions to 75,600. The conference committee also decreased the
minimum required general fund reduction to $11.0 million from $20.0 million. In addition, the
conference committee modified Section 42 which established a lump-sum bonus payment to
employees by providing that the Secretary of the Department of Budget and Management develop
the schedule of payment of the bonus instead of collectively bargaining the schedule; it also made
technical modifications to Section 42. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 67)

Amendment 219: The House modified Section 40 which reduces funds for Managing For Results
(MFR) training, limiting training to crucial needs across departments and agencies, and encouraging
training by employees who have already taken it. The conference committee adopted the House
position but modified the language by deleting the entire section, effectively eliminating the
reduction to MFR training. (Conference Committee Amendment No. 68)

Amendment 220: The House adopted a technical apartment. The conference committee adopted
the House position.

Amendment 221: The House modified Section 44 which addresses major information technology
(IT) expenditures across State agencies. The House struck language making a specific reduction in
the child welfare automated computer system in the Department of Human Resources; increased the
amount of reductions to be made by the Department of Budget and Management for all major IT
projects; and instructed the Governor to give priority to certain projects when determining the
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schedule for reductions. The conference committee adopted the House position but modified the
reduction to $40.0 million. The amendment also added a section concerning the operation of certain
buildings at the Department of Juvenile Justice's Cheltenham Youth Facility. (Conference
Committee Amendment No. 69)

Executive Department -- Boards, Commissions and Offices

Amendment 222: The House added language restricting funds until the Governor’s Office of Crime
Control and Prevention submits a report on the reorganization of victims’ services. The conference
committee adopted the House position.

Technical Amendment

Amendment 1: This amendment correctly places a reimbursable fund reduction in the Maryland
Department of the Environment.
