The Trinity Family Life Center is located in a community that has demonstrated repeatedly its
concerns for the well being of its population. However, there is a serious need in the community for
services for youth, the elderly and the underprivileged. The Trinity Family Life Center is now
providing limited services, but there is much more that can and should be done. However, the
facilities for these services are needed. The reconstruction of the building is designed to meet those
needs.

The Church of The Holy Trinity is the actual owner of the property. Because the Trinity Family
