10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Maryland Therapeutic Riding (MTR) provides equine-assisted physical, mental, and emotional
therapy year round to over 200 clients from all over the mid-Atlantic region with the help of
approximately 300 volunteers and a professional staff. Equine-assisted therapy is life-changing
for individuals with autism disorders, neuromuscular conditions such as cerebral palsy, spina
bifida or multiple sclerosis, and other developmental and behavior disorders. During the past
thirteen years of organizational growth, MTR has created a high quality therapeutic riding and
hippotherapy program (professional therapists providing medically prescribed therapy). Now,
MTR is building programs for new populations including: "Horses for Heroes" to help soldiers
returning from war recover from their physical, emotional and mental traumas; "Horses for Hope"
to help women with psychological issues related to eating disorders or sexual abuse restore their
self-worth, self-confidence and self-esteem; and "Horses for Harmony" to help terminally ill
children and adults, and cancer patients develop a sense of peace and harmony with life. MTR is
also a nationally certified training and education facility for equine-assisted therapy.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

This 2009 Bond Bill will help fund a critical need for our growing organization - a professional
4,000 square foot rehabilitation and education building. In 2000, MTR raised $300,000 in private
funds and a 2000 Bond Bill in the amount of $100,000 to build an indoor riding arena. In 2007,
MTR received a private $250,000 grant to purchase the 25 acre farm located 10 miles south of BWI
near the center of the State. Components of this new building include: (1) therapy rooms equipped
for physical, speech or occupational therapists; (2) therapy rooms for conducting equine assisted
psychotherapy; (3) modular space for group education sessions; (4) handicapped bathrooms; (5)
kitchen; (6) resource center about animal-assisted therapy and disability information; and (7)
offices for staff. This building will be a "green" facility in accordance with LEED-U.S. Green
Building Council guidelines. This building will allow MTR to broaden services to other
populations such as wounded veterans and women in crisis among other groups. Additionally,
MTR will be able to expand existing educational offering to become a leading education center for
the country in the growing area of equine and animal-assisted therapy. This building is important
for MTR's long-term financial stability as it will enable new sources of program revenue.
